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Boundary Agreement Between the Norweglan Lutheran Mission
and the Sudan Interior Mission

On June 29, 1953, a meeting attended by representatives of the N.L.Ms
and the S?I.H. was convened in Addis Ababa by Mr., Mageroy to discuss mission
boundaries south of the 6th latitude., Those present:

It was agreed that in the Burji area the eastern boundary should com-
mence at a point where the Galana Bone River intersects the 6th latitude and
follow the river south through Bar Gudda to a point east of the mountain pesaks
cﬁlled Coimar, Golobe and Burcas thence swing due west to the Sagan River
following it north, thence due west to the town of Ilfate on the southern
corner of Lake Chamo, The.area thus enclosed will be recogniged as the area
of the S.I.Me The surrounding area will be recognized as the area of the
N.L.M. (see attached map.) |

Also, east of the above defined area the boundary between the N.L.Me
and the S,I.M. will follow a line from a point on Lake Chamo running dﬁo
east-west through Surgulla town (north side of town)bdirect to the Galana
Dulei River, thence following the river south to Lake Stefanie. The S.I.M.
will work to the north andwest, the N.L.M. to the south and east of this

boﬁndany (see attached map).
